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FIRST AID POLICY
It is not the responsibility of any employee or Supervisor to treat another employee’s injuries.  The City of Newton has designated First Responders to treat employees who are injured while at work.  While these First Responders are responsible for treating employee injuries, all other employees have the option of treating another employee’s injuries strictly on a voluntary basis. 
In the event an employee is injured on the job, First Aid kits are available in each Department and on City trucks for an employee to treat their own injuries.  In the event of a serious injury, 911 or medical response should be summoned.  No employee is required to treat another employee’s wounds, however, in the event “Good Samaritan” assistance is rendered, barrier protection is available in the First Aid kits located in all City facilities.  It is the employee’s personal decision whether or not to provide “Good Samaritan” assistance to a coworker.

This policy should be used in conjunction with the City of Newton’s Exposure Control Plan in the event blood or other bodily fluids are spread from one employee to another which is considered an “exposure incident”.
Should any employee experience an exposure incident, it should be reported to the Department Supervisor and the Human Resources Director immediately.  If the employee has not received his vaccination series (even in cases of voluntary First Aid/CPR) the employee will be offered and counseled to receive the Hepatitis B vaccination series within 24 hours.  Appropriate medical evaluation will follow through the Catawba Valley Medical Center Occupational Health facility.  If after normal business hours, the employee will be receive medical attention at the Catawba Valley Medical Center’s Emergency Department.

*Medications such as Advil and/or Tylenol are not required in First Aid kits. 
*If medications are supplied in First Aid kits, be certain to check the expiration dates.
